REQUIREMENTS:

For a grade of C:

1.
Attend at least four sessions at the Conference, and type up at least one long paragraph summarizing each session, using a journal format (date, time, title of session). Note: Sessions would include any of the following:

(a)
the Opening Festivities on Friday night

(b)
the Keynote Address on Saturday morning

(c)
one of the Try Think Response Groups on Saturday morning

(d)
any of the A, B, C, D, F, G, and H sessions on Saturday, Sunday, or Tuesday
    (each Professional Session--B1, F1, G1, H1---costs $25; $20 for CLH members)

(e)
the Keynote Address on Monday morning


NOTE: This part of the Hilo conference, which has a separate registration.

the Closing Celebration on Tuesday afternoon

E-mail me your summaries by no later than Friday, August 13, 2021: sammons@hawaii.edu.
For a grade of B:

1.
Attend the Keynote Address on either Saturday morning (Lehua Parker) or Saturday morning (Caren Lobel-Fried)--or both--and write up a brief (one page) summary of the main points covered by one or both speakers.

2.
Attend at least four non-keynote sessions at the Conference. Take notes, but you do not need to turn your notes into a journal entry. Possibilities include (a), (c), (d) and (f) above.

3.
Write a three-five page essay in which you do the following:

(a)
indicate why you were interested in each of the sessions that you attended;

(b)
discuss which of the sessions were valuable, which were not, and why; and

(c)
report how you will use what you have observed, learned, heard, and/or participated in as a reader, writer, teacher, student, and/or illustrator now and in the future.

Turn in your summary and essay to me via e-mail no later than Friday, August 13, 2021: sammons@hawaii.edu.
For a grade of A:

1.
Fulfill requirements #1 and #2 for the B.

2.
(a) Read at least one of Lehua Parker’s books and at least one book illustrated by Caren Loebel-Fried OR (b) Read one or more books that were featured in one or more of the sessions that you attended.

3.
Write a three-five page essay (499) or at least a six-page essay (699) in which you discuss an important or valuable issue that is raised by one or more of the sessions that you have attended--and use either a book by Parker and/or a book illustrated by Loebel-Fried and/or one or more books featured in a session to exemplify or support what you argue concerning the issue. The issue may be one with which you are already familiar or one that you were introduced to for the first time at the Conference.
